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Kubot a Dealers Make Major Contribution to
Technician Program
     In a recent interview with David Martin, instructor at the
equipment technician training program at OSU-Okmulgee he
brought out the active involvement of Kubota dealers in the
procurement of equipment and training materials for the
OSU-Okmulgee technician training program. “We’ve had
several dealers really step-up to the plate and provide a large
amount of training materials and equipment for our
program. Zimmerer Kubota, Inc. in the Dallas/Ft. Worth,
Tex. area has sent engines and powertrain equipment for the
school. They continue to provide us with training materials,”
Martin remarked.
     The attention to the program shown by Sammy
Zimmerer, dealership owner, and Richard Hansford, service
manager, at the dealership has not gone unnoticed by Kubota
Tractor Corp. According to Martin, Tom Kane with Kubota
Tractor Corp. in Torrance, Calif. and David Haggerty with
the Kubota Tractor branch in Ft. Worth both called the
school and asked what they could do to help the program.

The California branch
then shipped a powertrain for a Kubota BX50 series tractor to
the school. Soon after the BX powertrain arrived, David
Haggerty called from Ft. Worth and said they were about to
ship a RTV powertrain to Okmulgee. The Ft. Worth branch has
also supplied service manuals and parts manuals to the school.
Kubota in Calif. has also shipped another engine to the school.

VISA and MasterCard
Announce Processing
Changes
New Requirement s will Affect T ax-Exempt
Transactions

     Visa and MasterCard have announced that tax-exempt
transactions will no longer be processed at the qualified rate.*
This change will have an effect on all dealers who process
commercial** credit cards with NOVA Information Systems
through the NAEDA/SouthWestern Association Bankcard
Program.
     Effective April 1, 2006, commercial credit card
transactions processed with a tax amount of zero are
processed as a non-qualified*** transaction. To qualify these
sales, dealers should enter the correct sales tax amount based
on their state government sales tax schedule. Visa and
MasterCard also require that a sales tax amount and a
customer accounting code be entered on all commercial card
transactions. Non-compliance could mean higher processing
fees.

How to Comply With New Requirements
     Processing terminals and software are designed to
identify commercial cards and will prompt merchants to
enter the required Customer Accounting Code and Sales Tax
information.
     • Customer Accounting Code – This code can be up to

17 digits. If  a customer does not have this information
enter “1111.”

     • Sales Tax – To comply, use state sales tax schedule
     Reminder: AVS - Address Verification Service (AVS)
should be performed on all hand-keyed consumer
transactions. By entering zip code information, these
transactions are eligible for a lower-keyed rate than when
AVS is not used.
     It is important to note that entering a tax amount will not
increase the transaction total.
     Newer processing terminals and PC-based software will
prompt dealers to enter the required information. Dealers
who would like to verify whether their terminals or software
have the prompts to process corporate card information -
or need information to upgrade processing solutions – are
asked to call Terminal or PC Support at NOVA at 800-725-
1243.
     Information about this processing change is now
appearing on merchant statements.

This is in
response to dealer concerns about other websites and online
auction services’ unauthorized listing of machines for sale
and use of pictures. IRON Solution’s new technology places
a copyright notice into the image without modifying the
actual source file. This innovation allows dealers to continue
to work on the IRON Solutions systems without
interruption or inconvenience while making the source of the
image clear to anyone viewing it on the web. This notice
does not affect the dealer’s source image file if they wish to
use it in any other application or with authorized websites.
“Dealers have been calling us with frustrations over
unauthorized content re-use by other websites” said Scott
Derksen, IRON Solutions Sr. Vice President of Technology
& Development. “We have heard that some of these other
sites represent a free offer, but have no plan for maintaining
the listings after they are sold, or what happens after the free
trial period. It is a great disservice to the dealer, which erodes
confidence of their farmer customer when units listed are no
longer available.”
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to transactions when all conditions are optimum; e.g., card
and customer are present, card is swiped and merchant
transactions are closed electronically at the end of each
business day. NAEDA/SouthWestern Association dealer-
merchants accounts are automatically batched.

** Commercial Cards
Commercial cards are issued to businesses to cover expenses,
such as travel, entertainment and procurement. Types of
commercial cards include business cards, corporate cards,
purchase cards and fleet cards. Visa and MasterCard have
unique procedures for providing billing information back to
a card-issuing bank that can be displayed on cardholder
statements. These additional procedures result in additional
processing costs.

***Non-qualif ied Transaction
A transaction falls from qualified to non-qualified status if it
fails to meet specific requirements. Most SouthWestern
Association members on the association program are setup
as “retail” merchant accounts where the swiping of a
customer card is required for a transaction to qualify for the
best rate. When the card is not present and the card number
is hand-keyed, the transaction is downgraded to a partially
qualified status; certain corporate card or foreign card
transactions also may downgrade to the non-qualified status.
